ELIGIBILITY RULES

Applicants must reside in the towns of Center Harbor, Meredith, Moultonborough or Sandwich, the four towns con-
sidered to be the church’s serving area, or be members of the Center Harbor Congregational Church who have
confirmed their memberships not later than the junior year. They must be high school seniors, in good standing,
attending any accredited public or private school.

There are five categories in which academic scholarships will be awarded as funds are available. The categories
are listed in order of priority.

1.

A grant of no less than $500 to any graduating high school senior who has confirmed his/her membership in
this Church not later than the junior year and who will be pursuing higher education. (Non-competitive)

A grant of no less than $500 each to a boy and a girl graduating high school senior who is a resident of Center
Harbor and who will be pursuing higher education. (Competitive)

A grant of no less than $1,000 per year to any person preparing for a career in the ordained ministry or in
Christian Education who has been a member of this Church for three years at the time of entering graduate
study or who was a member for three years while in high school. The grant will be prorated for part-time study.
(Non-competitive)

A grant of no less than $500 each to a boy and a girl graduating high school senior who is a resident of the
towns of either Meredith, Moultonborough or Sandwich who will be pursuing higher education. (Competitive)

From time-to-time, the Trust Fund Committee may, as monies are available, make grants to persons deserving
of special recognition who may not fit into one of the above categories. (Competitive)

No grant, in any category, will be issued without a prior written application and a personal interview with the Trust
Fund Committee. Applicants for competitive awards will be judged on academics and the interview.

Awards will be paid at the beginning of the second semester, upon evidence of satisfactory completion of the first
semester.
